Thanks to MacInTouch’s note ina
posting June 15, | ordered an ixTV/
FM  directly from ixMicro
(www.ixmicro.com) and received it
less than 24 hours later thanks to
FedEx.

| have a new 450 MHz G-3 and
lamented not having an AV option
available from Apple. ixMicro has
solved that problem. It gives one
almost all that an AV Mac has and
more. It provides SVHS, RF or 75 ohm
video input, stereo audio in and out.
Two models are available, each has a
TV tuner, one also has a FM tuner,
one does not.

The Pluses: It was less than 10
minutes from opening the FedEx box
to watching CNN on my monitor
through my G-3. One uses an appli-
cation called “ixTV Desktop,” which
is similar to Apple’s Video Player. All
needed software is found on a sepa-
rate Macintosh CD.

At only $100 plus shipping, the
price is fair, especially considering it
includes a TV/FM tuner. ixTV does
not require a ribbon cable to the
video card, a good thing since the
feature pins on my ATl video card are

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What'’s good for General Motors (but not Bill Gates)

At a computer expo (COMDEX),

used for an MPEG decoder daughter
card for viewing DVD movies. Click-
ing FM on a drop down menu con-
verts the ixTV Desktop into an FM
radio, which works well with the
supplied FM antenna.

The minuses: ixTV takes up a PCI
slot. One could easily use up all the
slots in a blue-and-white Mac repli-
cating functionality of a beige G-3 by
adding a SCSI card, ixTV card and a
serial port card. The video tuner—
while very good—Ilacks a method to
fine tune via software as the ATI All-
In-Wonder Pro card does on a PC.

The ixTV card lacks a video out.
SVHS video out is again a feature of
the ATI All-In-Wonder Pro cards for
PCs, which do not require an extra
slotas all its functionality is on daugh-
ter cards on a video card.

If you like to watch TV while web
surfing, as | do, and can spare the PCI
slot, the ixTV card is recommended.
ATI has promised a video card which
promises AV functionality with an
external TV tuner (ATl XCLAIM
VR128), but it is twice the price and
has been 6 weeks away for many
months. The ATI card would save
using an extra PCI slot.
