1st MacFest coming Sat., April 26
Bob “Dr. Mac” LeVitus will headline HAAUG’s

MacFest—a celebration of all things Mac—on Saturday,
April 26. LeVitus is the author of OS X for Dummies and The
OS X Files, plus more than 30 other
books on Macintosh computing. He
will keynote HAAUG’s first MacFest
with sessions that uncover the fea-
tures of OS X, Apple’s latest operating
system. MacFest is a full day celebration of
all things Mac. The event also features ses-
sions on Adobe Photoshop and Microsoft
Office for OS X.
