Wozniak went on to be-
come an early entrepre-
neurial “free agent,” parlay-

(“WOZ,” get it?), a wireless network (wOzNet) using
GPS (globally positioned satellites) that can find what-
ever you may have lost—keys, kids, dogs, or cars—if
you’ve attached specially designed WOZ tags. No doubt,
he’ll mention this.

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Apple announces 64-bit G5, iChat, iSight

Touting them as the “world’s fastest
personal computer,” Apple today an-
nounced its Power Mac G5 line of
desktop computers with 1.6 to 2 GHz
processor speeds, high-performance
internals, and a 64-bit processor ar-
chitecture designed to give the Power
Mac line a much-needed performance
boost and provide a clear road map
for future development. Standard con-
figurations of the new machines are
priced from $2,000 to $3,000, and
will be available starting in August
of 2003.

On the outside, the Power Mac G5
establishes yet another direction in
Apple’s industrial design, this time
sporting an anodized aluminum case
with squared-off handles and perfo-
ration on the front and back to permit
airflow through the machine’s four

internal “thermal zones.” The units
have no less than nine internal fans,
yet Apple says in normal operation
they’re substantially quieter than ear-
lier Power Mac G4 (Mirrored Drive
Door) systems that were not-so-affec-
tionately nicknamed “Windtunnels.”
As you’d expect, the Power Mac G5
enclosures feature a full complement
of ports on the back, but also offer
USB, FireWire, and headphone jacks
on the front, which may save some
crawling around under desks.

The real changes though are inside
the box. The Power Mac G5 systems
are built around the 64-bit IBM 970
processor, which Apple has dubbed
the PowerPC G5. The PowerPC G5
evolved from IBM’s POWERA4 archi-
tecture (used in the company’s high-
end eBusiness servers), rather than
directly following from G3 and G4
processors developed by Motorola.
However, if the PowerPC G5 isn’t a

direct descendent of the processors in
current Macs, it’s a cousin: the origi-
nal PowerPC architecture was de-
signed jointly by Apple, Motorola,
and IBM, and was meant from the
outset to be expanded to a 64-bit ar-
chitecture. Eventually, IBM branched
off with what became the POWER4

G5, iChat, iSight
Continued from previous page
architecture when it de-
cided it wanted to focus on
processor clustering, serv-
ers, and embedded systems,
and Motorola came up with
the high-output AltiVec
unit (aka Apple’s Velocity
Engine). The PowerPC G5
weds the two efforts, com-
bining IBM’s POWERA4 ar-
chitecture with an opti-
mized Velocity Engine and
a new 130-nanometer
manufacturing process at
IBM’s new plant in
Fishkill, New York.

Here are the main features
of the PowerPC G5:

* High clock speeds:
PowerPC G5s startat 1.6 to
2 GHz , and Apple says 3
GHz G5s will be ready
within a year.

* A 64-bit architecture en-

ables Macs to handle up to
8 GB of RAM initially,
with a real-world RAM
ceiling of 4 terabytes (TB).
* Full compatibility with
existing 32-bit PowerPC
software - i.e., everything
which runs right now under
Mac OS X, including Clas-
sic applications and the
Unix environment. Exist-
ing applications can run on
the new processors with no
penalty - no emulation or
recompiling required - and
current applications opti-
mized for the Velocity En-
gine garner an instant speed
bump. Programs
recompiled specifically for
the PowerPC G5 processor
will see even greater perfor-
mance enhancements.

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Power Mac G5 beginning
in August. All configura-
tions can handle Bluetooth
and Airport Extreme wire-
less networking and feature
8x AGP Pro graphics slots,
a Serial ATA hard drive,
512K of L2 processor
cache per processor, 4x
SuperDrives, one FireWire
800 port, two FireWire 400
ports (one on the front),
three (new!) USB 2.0 ports
(one on the front), two USB
1.1 ports (one on the key-
board), two internal hard
drive bays (one empty),
built-in Gigabit Ethernet, a
56 Kbps V.92 modem, ana-
log and (new!) optical au-
dio in and out, and a front
headphone jack.

Apple’s new iSight video
camera and iChat AV
software opens up personal
communication in whole
new ways, finally making
high-quality
videoconferencing over the
Internet available.

iChat AV is the next version
of Apple’s intuitive iChat,
released in 2002. The big-
gest change is the AV,
which stands for Audio/Vi-
sual. Now iChat users can
hold audio chats with ex-
cellent sound quality over
connections as slow as
56K. The quality, which is
leaps beyond current
Internet audio chat offer-
ings, is attained by using
the same compression tech-
nology as CDMA
cellphone networks.

But the video chatting is the
feature that really shines.
iChat AV allows full 30-ps,

full-screen video between
two Mac users with a
broadband connection.
They’ll also need at least
600-MHz G3 computers
for the video to work.
While Apple says iChat AV
will work with other USB
or FireWire Web cams or
DV camcorders, it works
best with Apple’s latest
hardware offering, the
iSight camera ($149).

And here’s a nice touch.
iChat AV is free until Dec.
31,2003, and it’s free in the
next upgrade of OS X,
“Panther.” If you don’t up-
grade, iChat AV will set you
back $29.

Looking like a gunsight, the
iSight rests either on top of
an iMac or eMac desktop
system or attaches to the
back of an LCD monitor or
PowerBook laptop. This
way, the camera captures
the person straight on and
more or less at eye-level, in
contrast to other Web cams
that most people put off to
the side, pointed up. This
kind of angle results in a lot
of up-nose video—not at-
tractive.

The iSight also has
autofocus, a built-in noise-
canceling microphone, a 3-
part lens consisting of two
aspherical elements, a 1/4-
in. CCD sensor with 640 x
480 resolution, an f 2.8 ap-
erture, and a small green
“on air” light that lets you
know that you’re video
chatting. It connects to your
Mac using FireWire.
