Spring Cleaning 
For Your Email

Friends, family, work, and play 
- these are the contributors 
of a messy email INBOX. So 
how do you organize those 
“can’t live without” messages 
and attachments - not to 
mention email addresses..? 
Organization is key when trying 
to keep your message list in 
your INBOX at a minimum. 
Mail, like many other higher-
end email applications, offers 
multiple and fully customized 
Mailboxes (folders) to aid 
you in organizing and thus 
optimizing your sea of emails. 
While in Mail, you will see a plus 
sign at the bottom left of the 
application window. To create a 
new Mailbox, click the “+” sign 
and Mail will create a blank 
Mailbox which you can title and 
drag-’n-drop email messages 
into for fast organization. The 
best part is that you don’t have 
to permanently erase those 
meaningful emails that may at 
times seem to be clutter.

HAPPY SPRING CLEANING!

There is no need to ‘defrag’ OS X. Ever.
First, you must remember to keep 10% of your hard drive as free space. OS X can suffer drastic 
slow downs if your drive gets more than 90% full.

Why? OS X needs ‘swap space’, this is hard drive space it uses as if it were memory. This was 
called ‘virtual memory’ in OS 9. You had to decide how much you were going to use and had 
to reboot the system if you ever needed to change that amount.  If you made the amount 
too small, you could not open all the programs and files you needed and if you made it too 
big part of your hard drive was being wasted. Always a difficult balance. When you launch 
a program, it is copied into real memory and it runs there. If you open a data file it too is 
copied into real memory and it stays there so you can work on it. Suppose you keep opening 
programs and/or data files they keep getting copied to real memory. If you manage to fill up 
all of your real memory, OS X will look at what you have loaded and “swap out” to a special 
file (called a ‘swap’ file) on the hard drive the program or data file you have used the least. If 
you continue to launch programs and open data files OS X will continue to ‘swap out’ of real 
memory to make room. OS X is always trying to keep the programs and data you use the 
most right at your fingertips in real memory ready to go.

This swap file is created at startup and is the size of your real memory (plus a small amount of 
overhead). It is an invisible system file. If you ever think you see it, leave it alone, it does not 
belong to you. If you delete it your system will immediately crash. A nasty, ugly crash and you 
will very likely lose some data (ask me how I know). OS X can make this file ‘grow’ as needed 
keeping a perfect balance between performance and wasted hard drive space. If you manage 
to use up all of your available hard disk space, OS X will do one of 3 things: Crash (unlikely), 
give you an error (also unlikely) or do it best to ‘swap out’ ever smaller pieces of files to try 
to obey your last command. This last situation results in the system becoming dead slow 
and the hard drive working furiously. It even has a name, the system is said to be “thrashing”. 
Basically it is putting a tremendous amount of wear and tear on the hard drive. This situation 
is to be avoided. Always keep at least 10% of your hard drive free. Always. When you restart 
your system, OS X releases all the swap files back to the original one the size of real memory 
maintaining the best balance.

Now that you have at least 10% of your drive free, why is de-fragging unnecessary? Well...  
In OS X, when you save a file, the system automatically plants it right in the middle of the 
largest free space you have available. This way it and the file behind it will have as much room 
to grow as possible.

If you defrag, you force all of the files tightly together guaranteeing that if any one of them 
grows, it will be fragmented. If you let OS X handle things, it would not be fragmented. Yes, 
the drive would be more efficient just after it is defragged, but as soon as you modify any file, 
it is fragmented again. If you let OS X handle it ,all files have the maximum amount of space 
to grow and the drive will never need to be defraggmented. Ok, as you get nearer the “10% 
free” you will have fewer and fewer places you can put large data files without their being 
fragmented. This is true. Say you have an 80 Gig drive and you work with 5 Meg files. If you 
have more than 8 Gigs free, there is a pretty good chance that one of the spaces will be at 
least 5 Megs in size, OS X will automatically put it in the space where it will fit, and your new 
file will not be fragmented. There may be a situation where 1 or 2 of these 5 Meg files gets 
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fragmented. Do you really want to wait an hour or more for software to move 72 Gigs of data 
so 2 files won’t be fragmented? Hard drives are pretty fast these days, working with 1 or 2 
fragmented files will only cost you a few seconds per day. De-fragmenting will take an hour 
or more and have to be done daily. Besides, OS X will automatically de-fragment any file up 
to 20 Meg in size when it opens the file (if the file is not protected).

If really need to work with that many very large files either get a larger hard drive or clean up 
the one you have. Most of us have 10s of Gigs of stuff we should throw away or clean off of 
our system. Do you really need to keep 3 revisions of the birthday part announcements you 
sent out last year?

OS X also automatically keeps a “hot list” of the small files it uses frequently and puts them 
in a special location on the hard drive. These files are organized so they can be accessed 
quickly. The files on this hot list will change as you use your system. If you defrag your drive, 
the software you use to defrag it decides where files go. Next time you start it up OS X has 
to move these files back to their special place and you lose time while it does that and your 
system is less efficient until OS X has them where it needs them.  Let OS X do it’s job.

Please do not respond to 
requests from E-Bay, Pay Pal or your credit card company wanting information. At least 99.44 percent of the time, it is some 
criminal trying to pry your personal information, like your credit card number, bank log in and/or ATM pin from you. Many 
people are worried about sending credit card information over the Internet to stores like Amazon but it is a whole lot easier 
masquerade as your bank or credit card issuer and ask for the information.

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Easy Screenshots in OS X

Crafty Shortcuts for Screenshots
Is there a wonderful, scary or amusing image on your Mac’s screen that you would like to save 
and send or show somebody else? You can create a “screenshot” using this keyboard com-
bination: Apple+Shift+3 (If your sound is turned up enough you will hear a “camera shutter” 
noise when you do this.) The screenshot will appear as an icon on your desktop and/or on 
your hard drive with the name “Picture 1” and you can rename the file if you want. Additional 
screenshots are consecutively numbered. A screenshot file can be duplicated or attached to 
email like any other file. When you double-click on the icon, it will open in Viewer if you are 
using OS 10. In OS 9 or earlier screenshots are not PDF files, and can only be opened on an-
other Mac. (You might be able to convert them to PDF files; I can’t remember!) PDF stands for 
“Portable Document Format” and files saved this way can usually be viewed on any computer 
platform, using free downloadable viewers like “Adobe Acrobat”(R). OS 10 screenshots are 
PDF files.

Do you want to save just a portion of the desktop and not the whole screen? Use 
Apple+Shift+4 and the cursor will turn into a small target-reticle. When you click-and-hold 
with the mouse, the location of the cursor becomes an anchor point for a rectangular mar-
quee. (If you have not encountered a “marquee” in other applications, it is an area bounded 
by a dashed line or highlighted in some way, to separate it from the background. Everything 
inside the boundary of a marquee becomes part of the “selection” for the next operation you 
designate.) In this case, you can move the cursor/reticle to any screen position - for example, 
adjacent to the area you want to select as your screenshot. Then click-and-hold to set the 
first “anchor point”, move the mouse elsewhere and when you release the mouse-button the 
marquee - which is visible as you move the mouse - disappears as the screenshot is recorded.

Besides the many practical uses for a screenshot (like saving a complex error-message) you 
can use it for a great prank:  make a screenshot of your usual desktop, and when the icon 
appears, double-click on it. When the screenshot opens, in the top menubar (the one for your 
Mac, not the one visible in the screenshot!) find View and select Full Screen. Now your screen-
shot fills the entire screen, overlaying your actual desktop. The cursor moves when you move 
the mouse, but no action results from use of the mouse button. Nothing can be done at all 
except by keyboard command, and if you have a clock in your menubar the one now visible is 
inactive and frozen at the time displayed when you made the screenshot.

To all appearances your monitor is displaying a normal desktop, but you (or your victim, or 
someone trying to tamper with your computer while you are absent) can’t do anything! You 
can only get back to the real desktop screen by using the Escape key or Apple+Q to Quit the 
screenshot view.

Further devious uses are entirely up to you.

iPod Battery Change
The  nice folks at Other World Computing in Chicago were nice enough to send us a Newer 
Technology battery kit for the 2nd gen ipod to try out. I happened to have a 2nd gen that 
needed a new battery installed before I could hand it down to my little brother, on his way to 
a tour in Iraq.

OWC sells these kits as a do-it-yourself package. The kit includes the battery and a set of 
tools with a short instruction sheet. The website has a QuickTime movie demo of the battery 
change, which was excellent. After watching the video, I was convinced that this was doable 
and jumped right in. I was almost wrong.

I found that the tool kit, a set of plastic tools that look much like what you would use to 
change a really small bicycle tire, were not up to the task and broke down before I could 
get the iPod case open. I ended up using a small pocket knife to pry open the case. I got the 
case open but, I broke one of the plastic retaining clips that hold the two halves of the case 
together. The good news is that my old iPod survived. The outer case is a little worse for the 
experience, but the new battery works fine.

Another member has reported that he was less successful, his 3rd gen did not survive the 
surgery. My recommendation would be to pony up the dough to have Apple replace your 
battery.
