I’m still 
adjusting in my 2nd full Houston summer, and from what I’ve 
been told I may never fully adjust.  On the upside, the fresh produce is amazing, so don’t forget to stock 
up while it’s still plentiful.

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I’ll be the first person to admit this: I’ve always been jealous of 
friends and notable experts in the field who were proficient with 

applications like Adobe Photoshop, Freehand and the like.  It was 
always amazing to watch people work magic with pictures in no time 
at all.  I still feel that way when I see a Web site full of beautiful 
graphics.  I know those buttons and backgrounds and images were 
built from scratch, but how?  For a perfect example, look at 
Pixelmator’s logo to the left.  Who wouldn’t love to be able to 
construct images like that?

While there is still no magical “make beautiful art” button in 
any graphics program I’ve ever found, there is a new 

application just for the Mac that fixes the problem with price that those 
aforementioned programs had.  Pixelmator (@pixelmator) is published by two 
brothers in London who set out to make amazing software for the platform.  It is 
their only application to date, but after seeing what this program can do, it’s 
understandable.  Saulius is in charge of the user interface and Aidas does the 
coding on the backend – that’s the whole team.

Because Pixelmator is Mac-only, it’s built from the ground up using Apple’s 
Xcode, and heavily utilizes OS X’s built-in imaging library Core Image, OpenGL 
(open-source graphics rendering library), Automator (OS X scripting tool and 
AppleScript GUI) and ColorSync (color matching and profiling).  It also leverages 
other OS X technologies including Spotlight for searching, iLife integration to 
access your iPhoto library and iSight to take pictures within Pixelmator.  
Additionally, it borrows some graphics muscle from ImageMagick, a well-known 
open-source graphics library used heavily around the industry and online.

Out of all these features, Core Image support is the most important.  One reason 
Photoshop is so expensive is because Adobe built all of the complex math

When reselling 
or gifting a pre-
owned Mac, it's 
convenient to ship it 
without any accounts, but with 
all updates and legally-
included packages. This is 
actually quite simple to do. This 
process uses a number of well-
known techniques, which are 
listed in the order that they are 
executed. Boot the Mac's 
original or retail Leopard Install 
DVD (Hold the 'C' key during 
startup). When selecting the 
drive during the OS X install, 
click the Options button and 
set it to 'Erase and Install' for a 
clean install. 

Once the initial install is 
complete, reboot again to the 
Install Disk. After selecting the 
default language, immediately 
choose Reset Password from 
the Utilities menu. Set the 
password for the System 
Administrator (root) user and 
click the Save button. Quit out 
of Password Reset, and quit 
again out of the Installer to 
restart the Mac. Hold 
Command-S during restart to 
enter Single User Mode. Enter 
the following to turn off the 
Welcome sequence:

$ /sbin/fsck -fy
$ /sbin/mount -uw /
$ touch /private/var
  db/.AppleSetupDone
$ exit

The Mac will now boot to the 
login window. Log in as root 
with the password previously 
set above.

themselves, which takes massive time and resources.  On the other hand, Apple has already 
done that work (to a lesser extent) with Core Image.  Pixelmator directly accesses those 
functions, and lets OS X do all the intense calculations in the background.  As a result, 
Pixelmator is extremely fast – previews of image manipulations (such as blurs and reflections) 
are done in real-time without hesitation.  All of the usual technologies such as layers and  and 
swatches are present too, and can directly read Photoshop (.psd) files.

To complement Pixelmator’s graphics capabilities is a beautiful black-themed interface that will 
look very familiar to users of Photoshop and other graphics editors.  All of the familiar functions 
and tools are pretty much where you’d expect them.  Pixelmator goes a couple steps further to 
make the graphics work for you.  First, when you have selected a menu option that has a dialog 

box (such as setting a blur) the background pallettes, 
windows, etc. fade away so you can focus.  Also, for a dialog 
box action that involves you setting a specific point on the 
image, a “rope” appears connecting that point with the 
dialog box, and swings around comically as you move 
either the window or the box.  It’s a bit superfluous in my 
opinion, but the visual connection is nice.

I wish I had the experience and talent to give 
a more in-depth review of its capabilities, but I can say that everything I 
stumbled through in Photoshop seems as easy or easier in Pixelmator, and the 
overall feel of the program encouraged me to try more things out.  The 
brothers have done a great job of writing detailed documentation and periodic 
how-to’s on the Web site; there’s also a blog with development updates and forums to chat 
with other Pixelmator users.

Pixelmator is just $59 and purchasing it entitles you to free updates while the program version 
is 1.x.  I suspect there will be a discounted price for upgrading to 2.0 when it’s released.  You can 
download a free 30-day trial, which does not limit any features of the application.  Pixelmator 
does require OS X 10.5 Leopard (10.5.7 required at time of writing), a graphics card with Core 
Image support (any Mac capable of running OS X 10.4 Tiger came with a Core Image-
supported graphics card), and iLife for some integration features.  More information on 
Pixelmator is available at:

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Where To? is one of those apps I’ve seen on everyone else’s iPhones but 
never got myself.  At its heart, the app is a location-based phone book of 
local businesses.  The app itself is very cleanly laid out: you choose your 
overall category, whether it be Food & Drink (pick your cuisine or click 
Suprise Me! to have it select a cuisine for you), Services (everything from 
astrologers to wedding planning) or Government Offices (consulates, 
courts and the like).  There are 11 overall categories, with dozens of subcategories in each.  
Once you pick your subcategory, it uses your location to find the closest shops matching that 
description and maps them on a Google Map just like we’re used to.  You can also list the 
businesses and select one to get address and phone information; again, just like the Google 
Maps app.  If you want to get directions, click “Route” and it will pass you off to Google Maps, 
drawing you directions from your current location to the destination.

Complementary functions include the ability to search for 
a business in any given subcategory by location, which is 
handy if you’re looking for somewhere to eat or withdraw 
money but aren’t quite there yet.  It also automatically 
remembers your recent selections and lets you mark 
favorite subcategories.  Version 2.0 of Where To? also adds 
automatic map and listing updates as you’re moving – if 
you don’t like what you see, keep driving and the app will 
continue to look for new places near you.

I immediately recognized a lot of these functions as things 
I do myself in Google Maps.  For example, if I want to find a 
pizza place close to me, I’ll just hit the Current Location 
button and search “pizza”.  If I’m looking for a place at a 
certain location, I’ll search for my term with a zip code or 
city – say, “pizza, 77064” or “bakery, Plano, TX”.  What’s nice 
about Where To? is that all the typing is done for me.  With 
two or three clicks I’ve found exactly what I need, which is 

especially handy going down 290 in rush hour to this very place.

One limitation I found is the inability to search for a 
business name.  This can be done in Google Maps easily, 
but I like to avoid jumping between apps as much as 
possible.  Because I want to use Where To?, I’ll have to 
consciously remember that if I’m searching for a specific 
business, Google Maps is the app to use.

Overall, this is a great time-saving app that I will get a lot 
of use out of and lets you avoid using the iPhone keyboard 
so much, as well as saves your favorite and recent 
searches.  Where To? is currently on sale for 99¢ at the App 
Store and works with any iPhone or iPod touch, but iPhone 
OS 3.0 is required.  More information on Where To? is 
available at:

If your camera does not record 
GPS data, it can seem 
cumbersome to assign Places 
to your photos in iPhoto. 
However, if you have an iPhone 
(and probably other GPS-
capable camera phones), it 
records GPS for all photos taken 
with its camera. 

When you are at a new place 
(say, on vacation), take at least 
a single photo with the iPhone. 
After importing the iPhone's 
photo(s), along with your 
regular camera's photos, you 
can then assign your non-GPS 
camera photos to that iPhone-
provided Place. 

This is particularly helpful in 
areas where there are a lot of 
photography sites you are 
trying to keep distinct (such as 
Chicago or another large city), 
or where there is limited 
address data (many resorts, 
beaches, or even hiking). 

[robg adds: If you don't see a 
GPS tag on an iPhone photo, 
it's because the phone couldn't 
get a GPS fix -- this is more 
likely to happen indoors, or in 
locations that have an 
obscured view of the sky. You 
can check the GPS by tapping 
the Locate button in Maps to 
see if it can find you.]
