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Boss HAAUG Speaks
Monthly Address from the HAAUG President

Thanks to Reagan Atkinson for a great presentation on 
what’s new in photography. We concluded a successful 
raffle in September, photos of the winners will be in this 
issue of the Barrel. It is fall and the weather is turning 
cooler, which is a contrast to the summer. It is also the time 
that we look for new leadership in the Club. We could us 
a person to plan main presentations. If you are a little bit 
creative, please think about running for the board. If you 
are interested in some aspect of computing think about 
organizing a SIG. 

Apple dropped iOS 9 in the middle of September and 
promptly updated it two times. So the official version is 
iOS 9.0.2. I updated my phone and iPad and both seem 
to be working well. Apple also released Mac OS 10.11 (El 
Capitan) I borrowed some bandwidth from my employer 
and downloaded the 10.11 installer created an install disk, 
and installed it on my Mac Book Pro. The only program 
that the system flagged as not compatible was Dropbox. 
I also need to update the 1Password app on the MBP. I am 
going to hold off on updating the iMac because I want to 
make sure that the apps I use will work under  the new 
system. Apple also released the new iPhones and if reports 
are correct they sold 13 million iPhones on the release 
weekend. That is a lot of fancy aluminum and glass. 
 
There was a lot of uproar and outrage in the Internet 
recently. Apple released iOS 9 with ad blocker features 
in mobile Safari. Screeds were published saying that it 
was the death of the “free” internet because ads will be 
blocked. One blogger/app developer created a blocking 
app that he withdrew after several sites complained.

Sites do not go and sell ads by themselves; most sites 
subscribe to ad networks. An ad network acts like an 
advertising agency and sends ads to the sites. The sites 
carve parts of their pages and the ad networks fill the 
spaces. The sites get a few pennies for each ad displayed 
and a few more cents if you click on one of the ads. In order 
to get your attention the ads use flash and animated gifs 
and auto play videos and sound to get your attention.

If you are like me you want to quiet all of that noise so you 
can concentrate on the content that brought you to the 
site. This is the dichotomy we face. We either subscribe like 
a magazine to receive content or put up with the obnoxious 
ads. The content creators need to be paid for their work. 

I don’t think that ad blocking will be the downfall of the 
“free” Internet but some content providers will fold their 
tent and leave the scene. 

If you read loopinsight.com, daringfireball.com and other 
sites, whose producers care about their audience; you 
might notice a small ad at the side of the page. These sites 
us an ad network that avoids the noise and places an ad 
with a logo and text. The ad network that those sites us are 
careful to select ads that the audience for that site might 
be interested in. It amazes me that macworld.com will 
display a Windows ad or an ad for Lenovo. Not brands that 
Mac users would click on.    

If you surf the web using a mobile device one of the 
problems with the ads is that they load twenty to thirty 
mega bytes of ad data. If you are using cellular data that 
is data that you can’t get back. The advertisers do not care 
they will feed Flash and Java apps and other junk robbing 
you of data in your plan.

Ads on the internet are just like ads on TV except we can’t 
get up and go the kitchen or other places to avoid them. 
I think one of the most evil things are tracking cookies. 
You go to a legitimate site and possibly make a purchase 
suddenly you see ads for that site in other web sites that 
you visit. The ad network sees the cookie from the first site 
and displays ads for that site on the new site. There are 
programs available that will disable the tracking cookies 
so you will not get tracked on the internet. These issues 
will be discussed further in the tech press.

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Resurrection of an iPhone

As I explained in my Boss HAAUG Speaks column last month I was really looking forward to the iPhone 
announcement and I am really looking for the delivery date as my phone made a dive in my toilet. When I got 
it out of the bath I hit the home button the phone came up and I thought that I had escaped any damage. I 
was wrong and the phone would not accept a charge and the screen showed the Apple logo. 

Monday I made a reservation at the Galleria Apple Store to see a Genius the next day. The only thing the 
Genius could offer was to sell me a iPhone 5 for about $250.00. A. there were none in stock any where in 
Houston. They could order one if I wanted. The Genius gave me a SIM to bring up my older iPhone 4. I searched 
my desk but the iPhone 4 was not there. 

I have seen several “Mobile device service centers” around town and decided to see if one of those stores 
could do anything for my dead iPhone. I stopped at the ER for Gadgets on Richmond. They took my phone 
for inspection and indicated that they thought that they could get it going again. I left it with them knowing 
that my total responsibility if they could not get it working would be the $25.00 inspection fee. I contacted 
them Thursday morning and was told that they were still working on the phone and call later to see how it was 
progressing. I called at 4:00 just before I left the office and was told to come by the store. 

After beating my head in Houston traffic I at the store and the technician handed me my phone that was 
working. The total fee for the service was $50.00. It was in need of a battery charge but after a few minutes on 
my car charger my phone came up when I touched the home button. 

Things I have learned... 

Get the phone out of the water as quickly as you can. In my case it was in for ten seconds it was also in the 
leather holster I use on my belt. That is what led me to believe that I had escaped damage. 

Do something to dry the phone out. Hit it with a handheld hair dryer on low. Pack it in some kind of dessicant. 
I would recommend using one of these Mobile device service stores. They can open the phone and dry the 
internal parts and possibly get it running again. It your phone is still covered by AppleCare, check and see if 
you can get the phone replaced.

Back up your phone, either to iCloud or to your computer. I did a back up the evening I got it home. Used it all 
day on Friday and it still is working.

Call to Order: By President Phil Booth at 12:24 PM following the 
conclusion of the August General Meeting.

General Announcements: Phil announced that we have 
exceeded the $500.00 level in raffle ticket sales and are thus at 
“break even” status on the gift card with still one month’s sales 
remaining at the September General Meeting.

Monthly Reports

Secretary - Jack Adair: Minutes of the July BOD meeting were 
approved unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report - Clair Jaschke: Clair reported that our 
checking account balance as of the end of July was $4,527.68. 
Our savings account balance was $10,002.58, for total cash on 
hand of $14,530.26. All bills have been paid, and all funds have 
been deposited for July.
Phil brought up the possible need to issue an IRS Form 1099 to 
the winner of the Apple Watch raffle. Clair will check on the need 
to do this.

Programming Report: Phil reported that he will e-mail Reagan 
Atkinson prior to Sept. 1 to confirm his presentation at the 
September meeting. Our choices for October presentations are 
to: (a) work with Jeff Davis to see if we can hold a combined 
meeting with the Medical Center MUG and get Dreux St. Marie 
of Apple to talk about El Capitan, (b) contact Bob LeVitus for a 
possible presentation (we would need to cover expenses) on El 
Capitan, or (c) talk to Andrew Cunningham, who writes the Mac 
blog for ArsTechnica, about a possible Skype session on iOS and/
or watchOS 2 in November. Phil agreed to contact the potential 
presenters.

Membership - David Jaschke: Dave reported that we ended the 
month of July with 138 members, which was the same as June, 
and down from 154 members (a difference of 16 members) from 
July 31, 2014. We had a total of 16 transactions in July, of which 
4 were by KAGI and 3 by credit card. We had one new member 
join and three lapsed members renew, both of which raised our 
membership count, and we had 3 two-year renewals. We did sell 
$245.00 of raffle tickets, meaning that we need another $120.00 
of sales in August and September to break even.

HAAUG Electronic Communications Systems - Ryan Eisworth: 
Ryan got the Apple Barrel out on time. We are working on some 
content improvements for the website. Ryan also has the Twitter 
credentials, so he can now post as well.

New Business
Club Passwords and Logins: We had a discussion about the 
Facebook account and page. Currently the only use for the page 
is for posting of announcements.

Software: Clair reported that the check to MacExperts from 
2012 that needs to be voided cannot be voided in Account Edge 
without upgrading to the latest version. The board approved an 
expenditure of up to $200.00 to do the Account Edge upgrade 
that will allow the check to be voided.

Internet Speed Issues at Bellaire Civic Center: Phil asked if he 
thought the club should invest in improved Internet hotspot 
technology given the slowness we observed during Dwight 
Silverman’s talk today. This would involve buying a hardware 
device (such as a Verizon JetPack) along with some kind of data 
plan. This would be limited to use by the presenter. Ryan looked 
up several different options for use. He will do some research 
and get back to the rest of the board members through HAAUG 
Club Business. Likely our best option would be purchasing the 
hardware device and then going to a month to month data plan.
