Aldus was bought by Adobe and they brought out InDesign. Quark is still 
publishing QuarkXpress.

Yes competition is good but messy. Just think what iOS would look like 
without Android. Competition keeps you on your toes. When you are a monop-
oly you sit back and watch the money roll in as the old phone company did.

Quick, what happened on June 29, 2007? If you were standing in line in 
the Galleria or at an AT&T store you were wanting to buy the first iPhone. Yes, 
iPhone turned ten last month. I am afraid to say that I did not get in one of 
those lines as at $700.00 un-subsidized I could not afford the phone. Search 
the web you will find smarter people than I talking about the significants of 
the release of the iPhone. It is safe to say that is the most recent product that 
has changed the world. It set the basic design for phones/Internet devices 
since then.
